INSTRUCTIONS

To earn the Arrowmen Unit Service Award (AUSA), an
Arrowman must complete a minimum of three (3)
requirements from each area on the reverse side in a single
calendar year: Leadership Development, Camping and Unit
Service, and Leadership in Service.

When these requirements have been completed, the
Arrowman must participate in a Scoutmaster Conference
(similar to that required for Scout rank advancement).

The completed card must be signed by the Unit Leader and
an OA Chapter Officer. Check the Lodge website
(www.manui133.org) for mailing instructions for the
completed form.  All requirements must be completed
between January 1 and December 31 of any calendar year.
